2 A participagio dos professores na gestdo escolar ndo esta
prevista em lei.

3 A gestdo centralizada na escola proporciona maior
participacdo dos atores sociais.

4 A articulacdio entre diferentes setores da educag@o confere
legitimidade & deliberagdo conjunta e promove o
reconhecimento da diversidade e da autonomia dos espagos

institucionais.

5 O projeto politico-pedagogico da escola é um documento
que deve expressar, entre outros elementos, aqueles
referentes ao espago de participacdo, a cultura e ao curriculo
escolar.

A educacdo, processo social e universal, constitui atividade
humana necessaria a existéncia e ao funcionamento das
sociedades. A respeito desse tema, julgue os itens a seguir.

6 Na educagdo formal, faz-se necessdrio o uso da didatica
como componente que investiga os fundamentos, as
condig¢des e os modos de realizagdo da instrugdo e do ensino.

7 Ocarater pedagogico da pratica educativa do professor deve
ser independente até mesmo dos objetivos e critérios
socialmente determinados.

8 O processo de ensino e aprendizagem independe da
educacdo formal, pois, desde o nascimento, o ser humano
estd envolvido em alguma forma de aprendizagem, o que
persiste por toda a vida do individuo.

9 A aprendizagem escolar é um processo de assimilacdo de
determinados conhecimentos que se manifestam,
exclusivamente, nas atividades mentais do sujeito.

10 Na teoria interacionista-construtivista, a crianga constrdi o
seu conhecimento com base na interagdo com o ambiente.
Nessa teoria, a aprendizagem depende do desenvolvimento,
e a linguagem ¢ entendida como sistema de representacéo
da acdo.

11 Na educagdo formal, de acordo com a pedagogia da
autonomia, a relacdo professor-aluno deve ser
hierarquicamente construida. O professor precisa aprender
a combinar severidade com respeito, fazendo prevalecer a
autoridade em detrimento da autonomia.

As finalidades sociais da escola devem estar relacionadas aos
aspectos pedagogicos que fundamentam as praticas docentes.
Com base nessa afirmac@o, julgue os itens que se seguem.

12 A pedagogia critico-social dos conteudos parte de um saber
artificial que ndo leva em conta a experiéncia do aluno.

13 A educagio escolar, segundo a tendéncia tecnicista, compete
organizar o processo de aquisi¢do de habilidades, atitudes e
conhecimentos especificos necessarios a integragdo dos
individuos @ maquina do sistema social global.

14 Por conferir valor puramente intelectual aos contetidos e
separa-los da experiéncia do aluno e da realidade social, a
pedagogia tradicional € criticada e classificada como
intelectualista e, as vezes, enciclopedista.

15 A educagfo libertadora questiona concretamente a realidade
das relagdes do ser humano com a natureza e com 0s outros

seres humanos, visando a transformacgfo, por isso ¢
denominada educagéo critica.

16 Atendéncia liberal ndo-diretiva, representada pelo psicdlogo
Carl Rogers, atribui extrema importéncia aos procedimentos
didaticos, a competéncia na matéria, as aulas e aos livros,
desvalorizando os aspectos do autodesenvolvimento e da
realizagdo pessoal.

Se o processo avaliativo requer uma compreensdo do
aluno na sua totalidade, ele requer também critérios avaliativos
que superem uma analise comportamental e uniforme das
experiéncias vividas por esse sujeito. Se as criancas s&o
diferentes, o trabalho coletivo ndo pode prescindir dessa
diferenca na aplicacéo da avaliacdo, pois a busca por um modelo
ideal de avaliag@o sempre representa a busca por um modelo ideal
de crianca e de aluno que ndo existe.

20 Se faltar ao avaliador a intencionalidade pedagogica, ética e
estética exigida pela avaliagdo, o processo avaliativo, seja
por meio de registros diarios, semanais ou bimestrais, ficara
reduzido a espontaneismo pedagdgico e exigéncia
burocratica improdutiva em relacdo ao projeto politico-
pedagogico, do qual a escolha da avaliagdo deve ser a
expressao.
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No ambito académico-administrativo, existem varios conceitos
de planos, com abrangéncia e objetivos diversos. Com relagéo a
esses planos, julgue os itens subseqiientes.

21 O plano administrativo da unidade escolar, no qual se
explicitam a concep¢do pedagdgica, as bases tedrico-
metodologicas da organizagdo didatica, a contextualizagio
socioecondmica e cultural da escola, ¢ o projeto pedagogico,
também denominado plano de escola ou plano pedagdgico.

22 Denomina-se plano de ensino o detalhamento das unidades
e subunidades previstas e sistematizadas para uma situagéo
didatica real, o qual deve ser elaborado na forma de

escrito subsidie os constantes

documento que

aprimoramentos da pratica pedagdgica.

23 O roteiro das unidades didaticas a serem desenvolvidas no
periodo letivo (anual ou semestral) ¢ denominado plano de
aula.

24 Os planos da escola, de ensino e de aula, por serem
independentes tanto na forma quanto no conteudo, néo se
subordinam uns aos outros.

25 O projeto pedagogico traz em seu bojo o plano
administrativo da institui¢do, que, restrito as agdes do gestor,
ndo interfere nas praticas de sala de aula.

26 O plano de ensino deve apresentar, entre outros elementos,
a delimitacdo dos conteidos, os objetivos gerais e
especificos e o desenvolvimento metodologico, itens que
irdo direcionar o trabalho docente, cujo objetivo é a
aprendizagem dos alunos.

27 O plano de aula deve apresentar, entre outros itens, a
estrutura organizacional da escola, atividades do corpo
docente, calendario e horério escolar, sistema de organizagio
de classes, sistema de acompanhamento e aconselhamento
de alunos, sistema de trabalho com os pais, atividades
extraclasse.

Considerando a Lei de Diretrizes e Bases da Educag@o Nacional
(Lein.®9.394/1996), julgue os seguintes itens.

28 Denomina-se educagfo basica o seguinte conjunto de niveis
da educacdo: educagdo infantil, ensino fundamental e ensino
médio.

29 A educagdo infantil € composta por duas etapas, a primeira
¢ denominada creche e a segunda, pré-escola.

30 A politica de valorizagdo dos trabalhadores da educagio
infantil, que inclui, além da melhoria salarial, condi¢des de
trabalho mais dignas, politica articulada de recursos
humanos, projetos de formagdo profissional permanente,
garantias de participacdo democratica na formulagéo,
discussdo e decisdo nas questdes afeitas a educagéo, ndo esta
prevista entre as diretrizes dessa lei.

Um estudo do MEC revela que sete em cada dez
professores de ciéncias no Brasil ndo tém formacéo especifica
para lecionar a disciplina. A maioria fez faculdade em outra area
e alguns ndo tém sequer diploma universitario. O problema é
ainda mais grave entre os professores de fisica: 90% deles néo
concluiram o curso apropriado. Segundo especialistas, a ma
formacdo dos professores ¢ uma das principais causas do fraco
desempenho dos estudantes brasileiros no Programa Internacional
de Avaliagdo de Alunos (PISA), que deixou o Brasil em
52.° lugar, entre 57 paises avaliados. O ministro da Educacéo,
Fernando Haddad, disse que a educag@o perdeu R$ 50 bilhdes,
s6 nos ultimos dez anos, com a DRU (desvinculagdo de recursos
da Unido). Ele defendeu mudangas na DRU: “Ndo é uma
coincidéncia o fato de que a qualidade cai quando os

recursos caem”.

36 O texto sugere que sobra dinheiro para a educagdo e que o
problema do sistema educacional brasileiro ¢ a ma gestéo.

37 Apesardeoacesso ao ensino fundamental estar praticamente
universalizado, ainda persistem graves problemas nesse nivel
de ensino, como a evas@o e a repeténcia.

38 Por determinagfo constitucional, a educacfio basica é
obrigatdria e gratuita.

39 Conclui-se do texto que, no Brasil, apenas 30% dos docentes
de ciéncias tém formagdo especifica na area.

40 A disciplina Quimica é a que tem menos professores
licenciados no conjunto da area de ciéncias; provavelmente,
isso tenha a ver com a falta de laboratdrios.
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O governo decidiu que as familias inscritas no Bolsa
Familia terdo de colocar, a partir do ano que vem, seus filhos em
atividades escolares complementares. A medida foi anunciada
pela secretaria nacional de Assisténcia Social e tem como
objetivo evitar que criangas beneficiadas pelo programa sejam
estimuladas pelos pais a continuarem nas ruas pedindo dinheiro.
