Muito do pioneirismo das ideias de Saussure advém do fato de o autor ter sido o primeiro a mencionar a natureza social da lingua,
como se pode observar no seguinte excerto do Curso de Linguistica Geral (Sdo Paulo: Cultrix, s/d.), obra que estabelece a
Linguistica como ciéncia: “[A lingua ¢], a0 mesmo tempo, um produto social da faculdade de linguagem e um conjunto de
convengdes necessarias, adotadas pelo corpo social para permitir o exercicio dessa faculdade nos individuos” (p. 17). Ao mesmo
tempo, o autor argumenta que a ‘“natureza homogénea” (p. 23) da lingua a tornaria mais facilmente classificavel e sistematizavel,
sendo esse um dos principais motivos que o levariam a definir a Lingua (Langue), e ndo a Fala (Parole), como o objeto de estudo
da Linguistica. A Eugenio Coseriu, um dos criticos a dicotomia saussureana Lingua e Fala, pareceu incongruente definir-se a
lingua como um sistema ao mesmo tempo homogéneo e social. A fim de corrigir essa incongruéncia, Coseriu propde um modelo
tripartite que, além de incorporar Lingua e Fala, introduz uma terceira nogdo — a Norma. A partir dessas informagoes, elabore um
texto atendendo, necessariamente, ao que se pede a seguir.

1 Researchers are digging deeper into whether infants' ability to learn new words is shaped by the particular language
being acquired.
A new Northwestern University study cites a promising new research agenda aimed at bringing researchers closer to
4 discovering the impact of different languages on early language and cognitive development.
For decades, researchers have asked why infants learn new nouns more rapidly and more easily than new verbs.
Many researchers have asserted that the early advantage for learning nouns over verbs is a universal feature of human
7 language.
In contrast, other researchers have argued that early noun-advantage is not a universal feature of human language but
rather a consequence of the particular language being acquired.
10 Sandra Waxman, lead author of the study and Louis W. Menk Professor of Psychology at Northwestern, show in
their research that even before infants begin to produce many verbs in earnest, infants acquiring either noun-friendly or
verb-friendly languages already appreciate the concepts underlying both noun and verb meaning.
